Serving God and Submitting To The Authorities

1. Jesus’ principle: Give back to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and to God
what is God’s (Luke 20:20-26)

2. Paul’s explanation (Romans 13:1-10)

a. This is not a universal teaching

b. The tolerance of calling pagan rulers as “God’s servants”

c. Both the authorities and we are expected the same thing
= Do right, not wrong (Peter 2:13-17)

d. Love God and love all people

Summary

To serve God is to live as a God’s servant in this real world by fulfilling our
political and social responsibilities. It means to act out our own judgments
on what is right and wrong according to Christ’s love, in the time and
circumstances which each person is given.

For Discussion

1) What does it mean to give back what is God’s to God?
2) Do Jesus and Paul agree to pay taxes or not? Why?

20 Keeping a close watch on him, they sent spies, who pretended to be sincere.
They hoped to catch Jesus in something he said, so that they might hand him over
to the power and authority of the governor. 21 So the spies questioned him:
“Teacher, we know that you speak and teach what is right, and that you do not
show partiality but teach the way of God in accordance with the truth. 22 Is it right
for us to pay taxes to Caesar or not?” 23 He saw through their duplicity and said to
them, 24 “Show me a denarius. Whose image and inscription are on it?”*Caesar’s,”
they replied. 25 He said to them, “Then give back to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and
to God what is God’s.” 26 They were unable to trap him in what he had said there
in public. And astonished by his answer, they became silent.

Romans13:1 Let everyone be subject to the governing authorities, for there is no
authority except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have
been established by God. 2 Consequently, whoever rebels against the authority is
rebelling against what God has instituted, and those who do so will bring judgment
on themselves. 3 For rulers hold no terror for those who do right, but for those who
do wrong. Do you want to be free from fear of the one in authority? Then do what
is right and you will be commended. 4 For the one in authority is God’s servant for
your good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for rulers do not bear the sword for no
reason. They are God’s servants, agents of wrath to bring punishment on the
wrongdoer. 5 Therefore, it is necessary to submit to the authorities, not only
because of possible punishment but also as a matter of conscience. 6 This is also
why you pay taxes, for the authorities are God’s servants, who give their full time
to governing. 7 Give to everyone what you owe them: If you owe taxes, pay taxes;
if revenue, then revenue; if respect, then respect; if honor, then honor. 8 Let no debt
remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for whoever
loves others has fulfilled the law. 9 The commandments, “You shall not commit
adultery,” “You shall not murder,” “You shall not steal,” “You shall not covet,” and
whatever other command there may be, are summed up in this one command:
“Love your neighbor as yourself.” 10 Love does no harm to a neighbor. Therefore
love is the fulfillment of the law.

1Peter2:13 Submit yourselves for the Lord’s sake to every human authority:
whether to the emperor, as the supreme authority, 14 or to governors, who are sent
by him to punish those who do wrong and to commend those who do right. 15 For
it is God’s will that by doing good you should silence the ignorant talk of foolish
people. 16 Live as free people, but do not use your freedom as a cover-up for evil;
live as God’s slaves. 17 Show proper respect to everyone, love the family of
believers, fear God, honor the emperor.
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
