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Treasure in Vulnerable Containers
(2Corinthians 4:1-10, Genesis 2:7 )

Summary

We are fragile people. The apostle Paul compares us to clay pots that
contain the greatest treasure God has given us. In many ways, we all have
become damaged and broken, and have had to be put back together in some
cases. Sometimes we may feel that we are not worthy of carrying God’s
message because of our imperfections. But God loves us, calls us His
children, and chooses to use us to carry the Gospel to the world. Physically,
we are made of dust, and will eventually leave this world. But we have been
given eternal life through Jesus Christ, and will live forever with God.

1 Therefore, since through God's mercy we have this ministry, we do not
lose heart.

2 Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use
deception, nor do we distort the word of God. On the contrary, by setting
forth the truth plainly we commend ourselves to every man's conscience in
the sight of God.

3 And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing.

4 The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they
cannot see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of
God.

5 For we do not preach ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves as
your servants for Jesus' sake.

6 For God, who said, "Let light shine out of darkness," made his light shine
in our hearts to give us the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the
face of Christ.

7 But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing
power is from God and not from us.

8 We are hard pressed on every side, but not crushed; perplexed, but not in
despair;

9 persecuted, but not abandoned; struck down, but not destroyed.

10 We always carry around in our body the death of Jesus, so that the life of
Jesus may also be revealed in our body.

(Genesis2:7) Then the Lord God formed a man from the dust of the ground
and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living
being.
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
