Summary

Jesus knows how fearful we feel to be left alone in spite of our desperate prayer
and asking for help. He also experienced himself how weak and vulnerable we feel
in such fear. That’s why we can believe, through Jesus, that our weakness and sin
are all known to God and yet we are forgiven and loved by Him. Let’s understand it
is God Himself who suffers the most in situations where we feel no presence of
God.
