Psalmist is expressing how his past life was "blameless" and "innocence".
Moreover, he is asking God to examine his heart. However that is not because he is
so confident in his right, but he says so just because he trusts in "God who has
redemption and mercy on him" as shown in verse 11. "Redemption and mercy of
God" became apparent to everyone's eyes by Crucifixion and Resurrection of Jesus.
Let us continue to aim for the Kingdom of God with our Savior Jesus.
