Summary

Some Christians seem to have been torn between God's promise in the Bible and
the reality surrounding them, and lost sight of themselves. There is not much
difference between the reality of David and ours. Some people turn their backs to
reality and live only in their church community. Some others are disappointed by
the promise of the Bible and leave the church. But we can live our lives boldly, by
being rooted in reality and setting our hearts to the Lord at the same time. That is to
make a prayer our base, not reality around us or expectation within us.
