Summary

People judge other people by their social status and wealth, but God’s
standards are completely different. God examines each of our hearts.
He sees everything including our circumstances and our strength, and
delights in our trust, our worship, and our love for him. There are
times when other people look down on us, but God is delighting in us
and other times when we win others’ respect, but God sees our
hypocrisy. Instead of comparing ourselves with others, let’s make it
our goal to trust and love God with all our strength in our present
circumstance.
