NICENE Creed

We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all
things visible and invisible.

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, begotten from the Father
before all ages, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten,
not made; of the same essence as the Father. Through him all things were made.
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven; he became incarnate by
the Holy Spirit and the virgin Mary, and was made human. He was crucified for us
under Pontius Pilate; he suffered and was buried. The third day he rose again,
according to the Scriptures. He ascended to heaven and is seated at the right hand
of the Father. He will come again with glory to judge the living and the dead. His
kingdom will never end.

And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life. He proceeds from the
Father and the Son, and with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified. He
spoke through the prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic church. We affirm one baptism for
the forgiveness of sins. We look forward to the resurrection of the dead, and to life
in the world to come. Amen.

Summary

When we are confident that God loves us, we can be reconciled
to him and cultivate the kind of hope that is not shaken even
when we experience hardship. God’s love for us is demonstrated
through Jesus’ death on the cross. Jesus knows everything about
our past and our suffering and still longs to walk alongside us.
With the help of the Holy Spirit, let us know Jesus even more, and
savor the joy and hope that comes from life with him.

1 Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have
peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2 through whom
we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now
stand. And we boast in the hope of the glory of God.

3 Not only so, but we also glory in our sufferings, because we
know that suffering produces perseverance; 4 perseverance,
character; and character, hope.

5 And hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love has
been poured out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, who has
been given to us. 6 You see, at just the right time, when we were
still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Very rarely will
anyone die for a righteous person, though for a good person
someone might possibly dare to die. 8 But God demonstrates his
own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for
us.

9 Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more
shall we be saved from God’s wrath through him! 10 For if, while
we were God’s enemies, we were reconciled to him through the
death of his Son, how much more, having been reconciled, shall
we be saved through his life!

11 Not only is this so, but we also boast in God through our Lord
Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.
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
