Summary

From ancient times to the present, human beings have repeated the same
mistakes and have rejected God's justice and mercy. God's desire is that
we bless one another with the grace that he gives, and yet we have created
a cycle of curses and evil. Even so, God's promise of blessing has not
changed since the beginning of the world and his mercy will continue to
light our way until the end of the world even as we repeat our mistakes.

25 | do not want you to be ignorant of this mystery, brothers and
sisters, so that you may not be conceited: Israel has experienced
a hardening in part until the full number of the Gentiles has come
in, 26 and in this way all Israel will be saved.
