Summary

Love is not an emotion or liking something, but is an act of sacrifice for
the good of others.

20 On the contrary: “If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if
he is thirsty, give him something to drink. In doing this, you will heap
burning coals on his head.” 21 Do not be overcome by evil, but
overcome evil with good.

Who
hopes for what they already have? 25 But if we hope for what we do not
yet have, we wait for it patiently. 26 In the same way, the Spirit helps us
in our weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the
Spirit himself intercedes for us through wordless groans.
