"This Treasure, in Jars of Clay”

Guest Speaker: Yuko Honjyo (Pastor, The UCCJ Osaka church)

Summary

Though we believe in Jesus, we are fragile jars of clay that can be
hurt in a struggle. And yet, the extraordinarily great treasure that
is God’s power remains in jars of clay. Our treasure helps us to
stand, get unstuck, resist despair, saves us from destruction, and
never gives up on us. The struggles that we experience with Jesus
become one with Jesus’s own suffering and death. Our struggles
are not in vain, but rest in the light of Jesus’ resurrection, awaiting
future glory.

7 But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-
surpassing power is from God and not from us. 8 We are hard
pressed on every side, but not crushed; perplexed, but not in
despair; 9 persecuted, but not abandoned; struck down, but not
destroyed. 10 We always carry around in our body the death of
Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be revealed in our body.
11 For we who are alive are always being given over to death for
Jesus’ sake, so that his life may also be revealed in our mortal
body. 12 So then, death is at work in us, but life is at work in you.
13 It is written: “| believed; therefore | have spoken.” Since we
have that same spirit of faith, we also believe and therefore speak,
14 because we know that the one who raised the Lord Jesus from
the dead will also raise us with Jesus and present us with you to
himself. 15 All this is for your benefit, so that the grace that is
reaching more and more people may cause thanksgiving to
overflow to the glory of God.
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
