NICENE Creed

Summary

In ”On the Freedom of the Christian,” Martin Luther teaches that because
we are free individuals and do not submit ourselves to anyone but God,
we have the freedom to serve all people and to love as Jesus loves. That
is "legalism” in the true sense of the word, where you trust in God’s word.
God’s word is not meant to be used to judge others by our
interpretation, but frees us to serve others freely. Worship is an essential
part of building our trust in God’s word.
