Summary

This was John the Baptist’s testimony. Our sins are far too great for us to
bear and that we cannot save ourselves. God, knowing all things, chose
to sacrifice himself in order to save us. Jesus came into the world to fulfill
God’s plan of salvation. If we follow Jesus and rely on the Holy Spirit,
God’s words to Jesus apply to us as well: "You are my Son, whom | love;
with you | am well pleased.”
