Summary

We cannot see Jesus with our eyes, nor can we hear His voice directly.
Nevertheless, we can "know” and believe in Jesus because we judge and
believe that the "testimonies” about Jesus are true. The testimonies
about Jesus are the biblical record of His words and deeds and the
teachings of those who have interpreted them (the Church). Finally, what
is most important is the work of the Holy Spirit, who comes within each
person and reveals the truth.
