Summary

God’s purpose in coming to this world as Jesus was to suffer and
die on the cross for us. That is something that is hard for people
who think they are right to understand. What God wanted was for
us to recognize our own limitations, receive God into the center of
our hearts, and live truthfully. In order to let people know this,
Jesus went to a festival that he had once decided not to go to, and
spoke loudly to the people.

For Discussion

1) What do we have in common with the brothers of Jesus here?
2) Do you think Jesus changed his mind or not? And why do you
think so?

1 After this, Jesus went around in Galilee. He did not want to go
about in Judea because the Jewish leaders there were looking for
a way to kill him. 2 But when the Jewish Festival of Tabernacles
was near, 3 Jesus’ brothers said to him, “Leave Galilee and go to
Judea, so that your disciples there may see the works you do. 4 No
one who wants to become a public figure acts in secret. Since you
are doing these things, show yourself to the world.” 5 For even his
own brothers did not believe in him.

6 Therefore Jesus told them, “My time is not yet here; for you any
time will do. 7 The world cannot hate you, but it hates me because
I testify that its works are evil. 8 You go to the festival. I am not
going up to this festival, because my time has not yet fully come.”
9 After he had said this, he stayed in Galilee. 10 However, after his
brothers had left for the festival, he went also, not publicly, but in
secret.

(Deuteronomy 16:13-15) 13 Celebrate the Festival of Tabernacles
for seven days after you have gathered the produce of your
threshing floor and your winepress. 14 Be joyful at your festival—
you, your sons and daughters, your male and female servants, and
the Levites, the foreigners, the fatherless and the widows who live
in your towns. 15 For seven days celebrate the festival to the
LORD your God at the place the LORD will choose. For the LORD
your God will bless you in all your harvest and in all the work of
your hands, and your joy will be complete.
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
