Summary

Proverbs is a collection of words of knowledge, wisdom given through “the
wise one.” Knowledge and wisdom can also be read as ways of living that
are useful in social life and various human relationships. However,
Proverbs begins by saying that the heart of knowledge and wisdom is "the
fear of the Lord.” This can only be properly understood and practiced in a
life of obedience to the Lord.

1 The proverbs of Solomon son of David, king of Israel:

2 for attaining wisdom and discipline; for understanding words of insight;

3 for acquiring a disciplined and prudent life, doing what is right and just
and fair;

4 for giving prudence to the simple, knowledge and discretion to the
young--

5 let the wise listen and add to their learning, and let the discerning get
guidance--

6 for understanding proverbs and parables, the sayings and riddles of the
wise.

7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise
wisdom and discipline.

JOB 28:28 And he said to man, 'The fear of the Lord--that is wisdom, and
to shun evil is understanding.”

PS 111:9 He provided redemption for his people; he ordained his covenant
forever-- holy and awesome is his name.

PROV 9:10 "The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom, and
knowledge of the Holy One is understanding.

PROV 14:27 The fear of the LORD is a fountain of life, turning a man from
the snares of death.
