Summary

<This is part 7 in a series of readings of Kathy Black’s “A Healing
Homiletic -Preaching and Disability.”> The fear of unknown
diseases has been common in every age, and the mistake of
unfairly isolating the sick has been repeated. Not only diseases,
but also unknown cultures, unknown races, unknown religions,
etc., we often unknowingly discriminate unfairly because of our
wariness of the “unknown” that is foreign to us. Jesus risked
breaking the laws of the day to heal the sick, to show by his
actions that there is no such thing as an unclean person. The
important thing is that our hearts, which are tempted to
discriminate against others, be changed by God’s love rather than
by supernatural power to remove the causes of discrimination.

1. Have you ever felt that you don’t want to get close to someone?
2. Why do you think Jesus wanted to hide Himself?

40 A man with leprosy came to him and begged him on his knees,
“If you are willing, you can make me clean.” 41 Jesus was
indignant. He reached out his hand and touched the man. “I am
willing,” he said. “Be clean!” 42 Immediately the leprosy left him
and he was cleansed. 43 Jesus sent him away at once with a
strong warning: 44 “See that you don’t tell this to anyone. But go,
show yourself to the priest and offer the sacrifices that Moses
commanded for your cleansing, as a testimony to them.” 45
Instead he went out and began to talk freely, spreading the news.
As a result, Jesus could no longer enter a town openly but stayed
outside in lonely places. Yet the people still came to him from
everywhere.
