1. New Wineskins (Luke 5:37-39)

2. Pots of Meat of Egypt (Exodus 16:1-3, Luke 9:57-62)

Summary

Jesus came to this world to restore the dignity of all people,
teaching people and entrusting his work to those who have
decided to live according to Jesus. That is the church. However,
the church’s aspect as a "gathering of sinners” always has a
tendency to distort the church. Let us be aware of this and
continue to be new wineskins.

For Discussion
1. What is the new wineskin church like?
2. Why do people like the good old things?

(Luke 5:37-39) And no one pours new wine into old wineskins. If
he does, the new wine will burst the skins, the wine will run out
and the wineskins will be ruined.

No, new wine must be poured into new wineskins.

And no one after drinking old wine wants the new, for he says,
'The old is better.’

(Exodus 16:1-3)

1 The whole Israelite community set out from Elim and came to the
Desert of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth
day of the second month after they had come out of Egypt.

2 In the desert the whole community grumbled against Moses and
Aaron.

3 The Israelites said to them, "If only we had died by the LORD’s
hand in Egypt! There we sat around pots of meat and ate all the
food we wanted, but you have brought us out into this desert to
starve this entire assembly to death.”

(Luke 9:57-62) As they were walking along the road, a man said to
him, "I will follow you wherever you go.”
