Summary

God created all people in his own image. However, people cannot accept
those who have different characteristics from themselves and treat them
as inferior. The structure of society reflects this and is designed to benefit
those with power. However, Jesus challenged the social structure that had
been taken for granted until then, saying, "Serve one another,” and he
became our "servant” himself, not running away from the cross. If we want
to follow Jesus, we have no choice but to become servants. To love
someone means to become a servant of that person.

21 For a man’s ways are in full view of the LORD, and he examines all his
paths.

22 The evil deeds of a wicked man ensnare him; the cords of his sin hold
him fast.

23 He will die for lack of discipline, led astray by his own great folly.
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
