Summary

Adultery not only destroys human relationships, but it also
destroys our relationship with God, who does not want it. While
the destruction of human relationships is costly, the destruction
of our relationship with God is the true death that is more serious
than physical death. God came to this world as Jesus and invited
us to "follow him” in order to restore us from this hopeless state to
our original state at the time of creation.

20 My son, keep your father's commands and do not forsake your
mother’s teaching.

21 Bind them upon your heart forever; fasten them around your
neck.

22 When you walk, they will guide you; when you sleep, they will
watch over you; when you awake, they will speak to you.

23 For these commands are a lamp, this teaching is a light, and the
corrections of discipline are the way to life,

24 keeping you from the immoral woman, from the smooth tongue
of the wayward wife.

25 Do not lust in your heart after her beauty or let her captivate
you with her eyes,

26 for the prostitute reduces you to a loaf of bread, and the
adulteress preys upon your very life.
