Summary

Wisdom is essential for us, God’s creatures, to walk in accordance
with His will. The essence of wisdom is a strong connection with
God. Jesus said, "Follow me.” Satan speaks to our hearts with the
goal of destroying this relationship. His invitations are very
cunning and seem tempting, but the content of his words remains
exactly the same as when he first whispered to Eve: "It’s better to
live according to your own desires without God.” Which invitation
will you respond to?
